Why did I start Bike Safe in Australia 
I have been performing Traffic Duty on Police Motorcycles for just over 21 years now and have been 
constantly frustrated about not only the senseless deaths on our roads with regards to motor vehicles but 
even more so with regards to motorcycle riders. 
 
It is sad to report that 56 Motorcyclists including 3 pillions have been killed on Queensland roads this 
year.   With 2 in one weekend on the Gold Coast.  
 
I often hear motorcyclists complain “oh those car drivers are out to get us” “it’s them who are knocking 
us off our bikes” 
 
Unfortunately in the majority of cases this is not correct.  It is us Motorcyclists that are killing ourselves 
with no help from anyone.  Remember why the majority of us ride motorcycles.  Some may be for cheap 
transport, but we often ride for the pure pleasure of it.  We don’t jump on our bikes on a nice sunny day 
and say “gee might go for a ride and then crash somewhere” It is often a slip in concentration, too fast 
into a corner, not anticipating what the car to our side/front/rear is doing.  
 
Next time you turn the key; remind yourself that the best part about riding motorcycles is getting home 
at the end of the day.  Remember : If you ride like there is no tomorrow, there probably wont be
